We're also revising our Welcome
Brochure. Although a very attrac-
tive brochure, our guests are not
using the brochures to tell us who
they are. We figured out that the
brochure needs to provide our
guests with a warm welcome, but
we need to get contact informa-
tion in a different way.

One way that has worked for
many congregations our size is
having a “Hospitality Team” who
greet new guests, answer questi-
ons, introduce them to the Rec-
tor, get contact information, help
them get to know members who
have common interests, check-in

with them, and continue to be
their hosts until they feel at home.
This is a six month to a year
process of building friendships
and offering hospitality. We wiill
be assembling a team, offering
training, and equipping the team
for this ministry beginning in the
fall.

Finally, we need to make our
building more inviting. We are
blessed with a beautiful church
and, thanks to generous parishi-
oners, our grounds have never
been more beautiful. | recently
visited a website which referred
to their church as “a place of
deep peace, a place to discover
God, a place to meet others, a
place to serve.” And | thought
that is a perfect description of our
church as well.

But again, we need to pretend
that we are from Mars. For ex-
ample, there are no signs inform-
ing guests where the worship
space, Parish Hall, bathrooms,
nursery, and the handicapped
entrance are. Since our guests
are not psychic, we need to
provide signs to help them find
their way around.

Another little building obstacle is
that all of us “regulars” enter
through the kitchen door. |
understand from newcomers that
entering through the kitchen is
awkward on the first visit. We
can't rebuild the building, but we
could make an attractive breeze-
way entrance more inviting and
natural. We will be calling on
someone with exquisite taste to
help that happen.

Worship Report

promise to train you on how to do your ministry.

Volunteers serve on a periodic basis. Karen
Comet really tries not to impose on anyone when
she prepares the schedule.

Assisting Father Ed is enjoyable, and he makes it
fun as well as worshipful. And, because he sings
with the choir, the server gets to prepare the
communion at the altar (very unusual.) Inter-
ested? Call me (John Gasser at 438-2997).

In some Episcopal churches, altar bells (sanctus
bells) are rung to indicate the real presence of
Christ in the Eucharist. They are usually rung five
times - once each time the word “Holy” is said or
sung during the Sanctus, and once at the eleva-
tions of the host and the chalice.

A note from Ed: Since our congregation is the only Episco-
pal church in town, we have some members who are “high
church” and love altar bells and some who are “low church”
and don’t care for them. So, | have left it up to each lay-
reader/server to decide whether they want to ring the altar
bells. This provides diversity in our worship experience.
See 1 Corinthians 8:1-13. However, if we choose to ring
them it is important to do it correctly.

Bells, including the new zimbelstern given by the
Comet family, bring a sense of joy to our worship
and are a tradition in the Episcopal Church.

Many denominations do not experience the joy of
the bells, so we Episcopalians are very fortunate.

AND A GREAT BIG THANK YOU: To all the
folks, who are presently assisting in our worship.
You have no idea of how much we value and ap-
preciate what you do. It simply wouldn’t be
“church” without you.
