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We finished 2011 with $15,053.01 more 

in gifts than we had in expenses.  This is 

especially exciting because we had 

planned to use $10,000 in endowment 

income in 2011 and did not touch a 

penny.  We actually finished the year 

more than $25,000 better off than we 

anticipated. 

 

We were also able to restore our diocesan 

pledge to the level it was three years ago.  

When the mill closing was announced, 

we were forced to substantially decrease

Lent is the season when we reflect 
on how we have missed the mark in 
our efforts to live holy lives.   

It begins on Ash Wednesday 
(February 22nd).  There are two 
opportunities for worship:  

 The Community Service at lunch 
time (see page 6) and  

 The Holy Eucharist with the 
Imposition of Ashes at 
Emmanuel at 7:30.  A simple 
Lenten supper will be served at 
6:30 p.m. 

Lent is also a time when people 
traditionally sacrifice something.  
Often people give up chocolate or 
alcohol or some other treat.  A more 
modern practice is for people to take 
on something that might be good for 
them:   

 a regular regimen of exercise, or  

 A new daily devotion, or  

 a commitment to healthier eating. 

Whatever you choose to do for Lent, 
remember that it is something that 
should be beneficial for you 
physically or spiritually. 

Observing a Holy Lent 
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guests as tokens of their visit, our 

vestry decided that so many of us 

love our Tervis Tumblers and carry 

them with us wherever we go, that 

we would like to have one with our 

church on it.  We will use this as a 

fund-raising opportunity.  Thanks 

to Vicki Brown of Heave-Ho 

promotions, we're getting an 

excellent “deal” on them.  These 

will not be “knock-offs” but the 

real thing, dishwasher safe and 

with lifetime replacement 

guarantee.  So that's a little 

exciting development that might 

help our church quit being the best

-kept secret in town. 

 

At our vestry meeting, Frank 

Rabil, noted business guru who 

lives in our midst, met with us 

about serving as a consultant for us 

to do a little long-range planning.  

This is a personal goal of mine to 

help us become more clearly 

focused on our future.  Let me 

explain.  

 

Last fall, I was blessed to attend a 

Credo Conference, sponsored by 

the Church Pension Group.  

Experts from all over the country 

helped me to discern and work on 

my spiritual, vocational, health, 

and financial well-being.  Over the 

course of the week, I discerned 

several personal goals. 

 

Here's my big one:  On a day 

sometime between five and ten 

years from now, I will retire from 

Emmanuel Church.  I am already 

the longest-serving rector, thanks 

to the groundwork of my predeces-

sor and dear friend, Ben Duffey.   

 

On the day I retire, my goal is not 

that Emmanuel Church be the 

biggest church in town, nor the 

most elegant facility in town.  

Instead, my goal is on the day I 

our giving to the larger church.  

This was understandable, but had a 

terrible effect on the larger 

ministry of our church: college 

chaplaincies, prison ministries, 

youth ministries and camps, and 

support staff at the diocese.  We 

are delighted that our budget 

allowed our pledge to be restored 

so that we do our fair share in 

supporting these ministries outside 

our walls. This good news is 

entirely due to the tremendous 

generosity and good will of the 

people of this congregation.  A 

special word of thanks goes out to 

our volunteers at the office.  

Nobody could do enough to thank 

our office leadership team, Karen 

Comet and Virginia Donne, who 

have provided us with better 

administrative help than we could 

have paid for.  We have also been 

blessed with other volunteers:  

Mary Francis Newsome, Barbara 

Clapp, Vi Dentler and others who 

have filled in for us.  Benny 

Burgess and Roy Chesson have 

given so much of their time in 

helping us with bookkeeping.  

Verta Jackson does wonderful 

communications work (newsletter, 

web-site and e-mailings) on a very 

part-time basis.  And we will soon 

be hiring a very-part-time 

bookkeeper to make computer 

accounting entries and write 

checks.   Our contractors, Rob 

Darden (Second Alarm 

Landscaping) and Diane and Joe 

Benn (house-keeping) have our 

property looking wonderful.  This 

large team means that many hands 

make for light-work. 

 

We are also taking some really 

exciting steps forward in faith. 

In addition to ordering new 

ceramic coffee mugs to give our 

retire Emmanuel Church will be the 

church that every other church in 

town wishes it were.  My goal is 

that when I retire and the people of 

this congregation go looking for 

another rector, this place will be so 

loving and wonderful that clergy 

will line-up eager to become your 

next rector.  Knowledgeable people 

from outside our congregation tell 

me that this goal is within our 

grasp. 

 

Many clergy at this stage have the 

goal of “coasting to retirement” 

without making any changes, taking 

any risks, or rocking any boats.  In 

so doing, their churches decline and 

lose their vitality.  It is not going to 

be that way here.  We are going on 

our way rejoicing until the day I 

walk out of the door.  And then, 

you will continue on your way 

rejoicing with someone new. 

 

In order to do that, we need to 

discern and articulate our core 

values, our core identity and our 

envisioned future.  So, Frank Rabil 

will facilitate a group of six to ten 

people who are a “diagonal cross-

section” of this church, young and 

old, well-off and struggling, 

traditionalists and innovators.  They 

will work together, develop trust 

and take risks with each other over 

four to five half-day meetings, a 

total of fifteen to twenty hours. 

 

The vestry will select prospective 

members of this group.  You may 

be asked to serve.  I pray that if 

asked, you will realize what an 

honor and a statement of our faith 

in you this is, and that you will 

serve.  Other than that, I am taking 

a hands-off position, not wanting to 

unduly influence the outcome.  May 

it be bright and hopeful, full of 

promise, expectation, courage and 

challenge.
